NOTICE FOR RFP 

 

Subject to the conditions contained herein, proposals for Architectural Services for projects in the Warren County 

School System will be accepted by the Warren County Financial Management Committee at the Warren County 

Administrative Building, Office of the Finance Department, 201 Locust Street, Suite 2, McMinnville, Tennessee, 

37110, up to but no later than 2:00 p.m. Central Time on Thursday, September 25, 2014, and then publicly opened 

and read. 

 

PLEASE NOTE: The opening for this RFP was originally scheduled for Thursday, Sept. 18 at 2:00 PM but 

due to this addendum the bid opening date has been changed to 2:00 p.m. Central Time on Thursday, 

September 25, 2014. 

 

The Warren County Financial Management Committee and the Warren County Board of Education (jointly referred 

to as “committee”) seek qualifications and experience data from any interested firm or firms licensed in this state 

who wish to respond to this request for proposal for architectural services.  The committee shall jointly evaluate 

statements of qualifications and experience data regarding the procurement of architectural services, and shall jointly 

conduct discussions with such firm or firms regarding the furnishing of required services. The committee shall 

jointly select the firm deemed to be qualified to provide the services required. 

 

The committee shall jointly negotiate a contract with a firm considered qualified for architecture services at 

compensation which the committee determines to be fair and reasonable to Warren County and Warren County 

Schools. In making such determination, the committee shall take into account the estimated value of the services to 

be rendered, the scope of work, complexity and professional nature thereof. 

 

Should the committee be unable to jointly negotiate a satisfactory contract with the firm considered to be qualified, 

at a price determined to be fair and reasonable, negotiations will continue with other qualified firms until an 

agreement is reached.

The Warren County Financial Management Committee will act as sole judge of the merit and 

qualifications, experience and suitability of the professional services offered and accept whatever proposal deemed 

to be in the best interest of Warren County and Warren County Board of Education.
